1. Introduction

In connection with the fulfillment of Bulgaria's obligations
under Regulation (EU) Ne 1337/2011 of the European
Parliament and of the Council concerning European
statistics on the Vineyards Structure in Bulgaria in 2020, the
Agrostatistics Department at the Agriculture and Regional
Policy General Directorate at MA being the agricultural
statistics body, provided the statistics on vineyards with the
Vineyard Register being the main data source. The Vineyard
Register was established in accordance with Article 185a of
Regulation (EC) Ne 1234/2007 for all holdings included in
the Register as defined in Article 3 (1) (a) of Regulation
(EC) Ne 436/2009 and is maintained by the Executive
Agency for Vine and Wine (EAVW).

The data to be provided on the vineyard statistics is set out
in Annex Il of Regulation (EU) Ne 1337/2011. It includes
statistics on the area under vines allocated as intended: for
the production of wines with a protected designation of
origin (PDO), wines with a protected geographical
indication (PGI) and for other wines by variety, year of
planting and by area. For data transmission, according to
Art. 8 (2), the collected data sets of individual data from the
Register are processed, summarized and structured in tables
as required by Regulation (EU) Ne 887/2014 concerning the
technical format for data transmission of European statistics
on vineyards and the Eurostat Vineyard Data Collection
Handbook.

e  Protected designation of origin (PDO) — includes wine
grape varieties from a certain region with
recommended and authorized varieties from which
quality wines are produced. The cultivation of
vineyards for quality wines shall respect the agro-
technical measures determined for each region in order
to ensure the optimal quality of the wine. PDO wine is
a wine produced in a defined geographical area, a
micro-region or a locality whose name is used for its
designation and its quality and characteristics are due
primarily or exclusively to the specific geographical
environment, with its natural and human factors. The
grapes from which it is produced originate exclusively
from this geographical area, micro-region or locality
and is obtained from wine grape varieties of the species
Vitis vinifera.

e  Protected Geographical Indication (PGI) - Wine
vineyards for the production of regional wines with a
protected geographical indication. It corresponds with
the traditional Bulgarian name "table wines with
geographical indication". They are produced from
certain wine varieties from a particular region. Wine
with PGI is a wine produced in an area or a locality
whose name is used for its designation and which has a
specific quality, reputation or other characteristics
attributable to its geographical origin.

Material for the vegetative propagation of vines

The material for the vegetative propagation of vines
comprises nurseries and parent vines for root-stocks.

Year of planting and age

The usual planting period is defined in Article 2 of

Planting year
means the first year when the plant has vegetative
development after the day when it is installed on its
definitive production place. The age is calculated so that the
planting year is considered to be year 1.

III. Results and analyses

This publication presents the final results for the vineyard
structure in Bulgaria 2019/2020. The data is presented in
accordance with Regulation (EU) 1337/2011 of the
European Parliament and of the Council, the national
information needs including, at statistical regions (NUTS 2)
level according to the European classification of territorial
units for statistical purposes.

NUTS 2 level of the European Classification of Territorial
Units divides the country into 6 statistical regions:

. Severozapaden (Northwest) (includes the districts
Vidin, Vratsa, Montana, Lovech, Pleven);

. Severoiztochen (North Central) (includes the
districts of Veliko Tarnovo, Gabrovo, Rousse, Razgrad,
Silistra);

. Severoiztochen (Northeast) (includes the districts
of Varna, Dobrich, Targovishte, Shumen);

. Yugoiztochen (Southeast) (includes the districts of
Burgas, Sliven, Yambol, Stara Zagora).

. Yugozapaden (Southwest) (includes the districts
Blagoevgrad, Kyustendil, Pernik, Sofia (stolitsa), Sofia);

. Yuzhen tsentralen (South Central) (includes the
districts of Kardzhali, Pazardzhik, Plovdiv, Smolyan,
Haskovo);

The summarized results of the Vineyard structure survey in
Bulgaria are presented in the graphs and maps below.
Detailed information can be obtained from Tables 1 to 5.

General information on holdings

The individual farm data represents the data available in the
Vineyard Register as of 31 July 2020.

In accordance with the requirements of Regulation (EU) Ne
1337/2011 for permanent crops and Regulation (EU) Ne
887/2014 Bulgaria is obliged to provide information on the
vine variety by the planting year. It is assumed that the
vineyards planted between 2018 and 31.07.2020 are young,
not yet in production vineyards.

To fill in Tables 1, 2, 3 and 4 in accordance to Regulation
(EU) Ne 887/2014, the data was aggregated by groups. The
tables include different aggregates. In all tables, the total
area has to correspond to the real total area. Conversely, the
total number of holdings in Tables 1, 2 and 4 may be larger
than the total number of vineyard holdings (the same
holding may be presented in several subcategories). In

The holdings cultivating wine grape varieties in Bulgaria are
44 289. Compared to the previous vineyard structure survey,
the distribution of area and holdings growing wine grape
varieties by regions remains unchanged. Most of the
holdings growing wine grape varieties are concentrated in
the South Central region - 27% of all holdings, followed by
the Southeastern region with 25% of all holdings.
